The Royal Anglian Regiment Book of Remembrance

The Regiment is to commission a Book of Remembrance containing the names of all members of The Regiment who died in Service, regardless of their duty status or cause of death.  The Book of Remembrance will be a digital touch screen installation displayed in the Regimental Museum.  It will provide the opportunity to tell the stories of all those who have died whilst serving and will be complemented by a new area on the Museum website that allows family and friends to pay tribute to their loved ones and add photographs or memories.  It is hoped to open the Book in the Spring of 2012, from when it will be possible to contribute information via the internet.
Brigadier David Clements, the Chairman of our Museum Trustees, is leading on this important project, whilst Regimental Headquarters will be contacting known families to complement the basic information we currently hold; and if they so wish, to contribute a photograph and a message to start the interactive part of the process.
The Regimental Council has decided that only those whose names are inscribed in the Armed Forces Memorial’s ‘Roll of Honour’, that is to be displayed in the Chapel of the Royal Hospital Chelsea, will be included in the Book of Remembrance.  They will therefore followed the criteria established by the Trustees of the Armed Forces Memorial Trust, but retain discretion in all cases. If the Trustees of the Armed Forces Memorial Trust are persuaded to add a name retrospectively, then the Regimental Council may decide to do likewise.

The Trustees of the Armed Forces Memorial Trust have absolute discretion regarding the inclusion of names and may be asked to adjudicate on whether to include names where it is not clear that they fit the agreed criteria. They will also have discretion to include uncertain or contentious cases. 

The general principle applied by the Trustees of the Armed Forces Memorial Trust is to include the following names:

· Those members of the Regular Armed Forces who have died in Service regardless of their duty status or of the cause of death.

· Those members of the Reserve Forces who die while fulfilling their reserve commitment regardless of their duty status or of the cause of death. Fulfilling their reserve commitment includes:
· In permanent service

· Undertaking Full Time Reserve Service

· Undertaking an Additional Duties Commitment

· Undertaking training and other duties under sections 22* or 27* of the Reserve Forces Act 1996
· A member of Non Regular Permanent Staff of the Regular or Volunteer Reserve Forces
The first draft of those names to be included in the Book of Remembrance is attached at Annex A for your inspection. You are invited to query any entry or perceived omission. Thereafter, and before contacting RHQ, it would be helpful if you first visited the website of the Armed Forces Memorial to research your potential query (http://www.veterans-uk.info/afm/index.htm) using the ‘Search the Roll of Honour’ link; having done so you should then forward your findings to me at RHQ.

Lastly, RHQ do not have the contact details of the families of most of those listed at Annex A. So I would be most grateful if the family, friends or comrades of those listed could send me a postal / email address or telephone number via which contact with the family can be established.

Notes:

* Section 22: Training Obligations of Members of the Reserve Forces.
(1)
A member of a Reserve Force may, in accordance with orders or regulations under Section 4, be required by virtue of this section, in any year, to train in the United Kingdom or elsewhere for:

(a) one or more periods not exceeding 16 days in aggregate; and

(b) such other periods as may be prescribed, none of which shall exceed 36 hours without the consent of the person concerned; and such a person may, while undergoing a period of training under this section, be attached to and trained with any body of Her Majesty’s forces.

(2)
Such orders or regulations may, in particular, prescribe different periods under subsection (1) (b) for different forces or parts of a force.

(3)
This Section has effect subject to Section 23.

* Section 27: Voluntary Training and other Duties.
.

(1) Nothing in this Part prevents a member of a Reserve Force:

(a) undertaking any voluntary training in the United Kingdom or elsewhere that is made available to him as a member of that force;

(b) undertaking any voluntary training or performing other voluntary duties in the United Kingdom or elsewhere, being training or duties undertaken or performed at his own request or following a request made to him by or on behalf of his commanding officer.

(2) Orders or regulations under Section 4 may make provision as to the provision and use of training facilities for members of reserve forces and otherwise in connection with the undertaking of training or other duties as mentioned in subsection (1) of this section.
(3) A member of a Reserve Force shall be subject to service law while performing voluntary duties or training as mentioned in subsection (1).
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
